The Castle School Music Scholarship 2018 – 19

Purpose: To enable one or two pupils per year to receive free tuition for a musical instrument 
                 To enhance the status instrumental music and music generally within the school

Conditions
· Application for the scholarship/s will be open annually to all pupils within the school - one from the primary section and one from the secondary/post 16 section. (However, if there are no suitable candidates from one or other part of the school, two scholarships may be awarded to pupils from the same section of the school.)
· The scholarship will cover the cost of instrumental lessons, (approximately 30 lessons of 20 minutes) the cost of instrument hire and teaching materials, up to the value of £500.00 in any one academic year. It will not cover insurance of the instrument.
· If only one candidate is deemed to be of sufficient quality, then that amount could be raised to £1000 per year. 
· An instrument must be chosen from those offered by the Berkshire Maestros peripatetic service or Hogan music or a professional. The type of instrument may vary from year to year.
· Singing lessons may also be considered to be within the scope of this scholarship.
· The period covered by the scholarship will be from September to July.
· Application will require
a) A statement from the pupil as to why they wish to play an instrument
b) A reference from a teacher/professional regarding the pupil’s suitability for the award
c) A statement from the pupil’s  parent/carer, supporting the application and agreeing to support him/her to attend lessons and to practise at home
· Parents/carers will receive regular feedback and suggestions regarding how to help and support the candidate at home from either the instrumental teacher or the school music teacher. 
· The scholarship will require an audition/interview (for candidates who have not previously played an instrument) at the beginning of the year in which it awarded.
Details of auditions will be decided by the specialist music teacher and involve at least one school Governor and the deputy head. The scholarship will require a short performance at the end of the year in which it is awarded.
This scholarship could be available to a candidate who has not played an instrument before providing suitable evidence of interests could be produced.
· The funds will be available from the school Governors private fund for a period of five years.
· If the pupil misses a lesson for reasons apart from illness, the parents/carers may be asked to pay for the missed lesson.
